Electrical Interdependence Screen

Interdependent shall mean if a study cannot be performed independent of one or multiple earlier queued and yet-to-be studied interconnection requests on the circuit. The utility shall exercise reasonable judgment in its decision with the goal to accomplish the interconnection efficiently and effectively at a reasonable cost consistent with good business practices, reliability, safety and expedition. The determination of interdependence shall be provided as early as possible by the utility but no later than by the completion of the supplemental review for Expedited and no later than the completion of the Initial Review for the Standard Process. If an interconnection application is interdependent with other earlier queued and yet-to-be studied interconnection requests on the circuit, the Company shall provide, in writing, with the determination, the technical reasons for the application being deemed interdependent, along with the data and analysis supporting the Company's decision.  

Group Formation

First applicant (Applicant B) that fails electrical interdependence screen (or other screen/trigger) initiates group. Any subsequent applicants (Applicants C,D,E etc.) that fail the screen are added to group until earlier queued study (Applicant A) is complete or utility determines upgrades triggered by earlier request. 

Study Timelines/Process Steps

Once earlier queued study is complete (Applicant A), group (Applicants B,C,D,E etc.) is notified and applicants are given the option of participating in a group study or removing their applications from the process. Process is mandatory unless applicant withdraws before group study begins. Applicants that decide to proceed are required to post a security deposit of $XX amount which will be refunded upon signing of the ISA. The group system impact study shall take 60 business days. The group detailed study shall take 60 business days. 
Future Group Formation

While first group (B,C,D,E) study is underway second group (F,G,H,I) begins to form and then begins the same process once earlier group study is complete or utility determines upgrades triggered by earlier request. 

Cost Allocation

I) Study Cost Allocation - by MW

II) Upgrade Cost Allocation 

a. Lines—Share common segments pro rata by MW, unique segments covered by that DG provider 

b. Other equipment—Share common upgrades pro rata by MW, unique upgrades by that DG provider 

c. If one or more DG applicants drops out, then remaining applicants share any additional restudies required (new language: applicant that drops out loses deposit, deposit put towards any restudies if required)
d. If new DG added to circuit within 5 years, need to share costs from prior DG (consistent with utility line extension policy). However, new applicants through the Simplified Track process would be exempted from this requirement.
